Your mowing height should be at least 3 
inches high. This will help eliminate weeds. 

Keep the height high

Sharpen those blades
Sharp blades will cut grass cleanly. 
Disease can sometimes creep into  
sheared strands caused by dull blades.   

Mow often, skip bagging
Grass clippings readily decompose  
and don’t cause thatch. They also  
recycle nutrients including nitrogen.
